The “water” was the “Flood” of Noah’s day.... a punishment on the wicked population of the world of his day.

     - Noah and his family were “saved”... ONLY Because He Believed God,    Obeyed God,     Built the Ark as directed by God,

Kept proclaiming the message of God, and Went into the Ark when told.

- The flood killed the disobedient... (into sheol)

- The flood was overcome by the Ark.. and provided safety ....

NOW  PETER  SAYS... this flood was a “figure” of “Baptism” which now “saves” us  (figure = a representative counterpart)

- The baptism of the ____________ Spirit places believers into the body of __________.   [1 Corinthians 12:13]

      His “baptism” is the Real Thing!!!   Water baptism is the “ritual” or “symbol”...  [Romans 6:3-5]

      Baptism is only an appropriate symbol of death to sin, burial with Christ, and resurrection with Christ

to walk in newness of life in Him!  Without the repentance of sin and faith in the finished work of Jesus, you

can be baptized in any way and as often.... And still not be saved!!!
